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Why Easter will never go away 
 
How do you make sense of the Resurrection? Dead men don't rise, so why 
believe that this particular dead man did rise? 
At the end of St Luke's Gospel we read that: "they still did not believe it because 
of joy and amazement" (Luke 24.4). This is highly significant. The Gospels do not 
show us a group of disciples who were in a receptive frame of mind. After the 
crucifixion, they were in hiding, frightened and scattered. Then suddenly, they 
came out of hiding and were totally different; excited, joyful. By Pentecost they 
were confident, with one firm message: "You crucified Jesus, but God raised him 
up!"  
How did they know this? Because of direct personal experience. Some of them 
had visited the tomb of Jesus: it was empty. Others claimed to have seen and 
touched the risen Lord. Were they hallucinating? People can hallucinate in 
groups - when taking drugs, for example. But, of course each one will see a 
different hallucination. But the disciples all saw the same thing. Or rather, the 
same person. Jesus. 
Were they lying? Jesus had died a humiliating death as a criminal. Perhaps they 
wanted to rescue His good name. So did they pretend they had seen Him?  
This theory has a big problem. Their preaching led them into trouble with the 
authorities. They were beaten and imprisoned and some of them killed. People 
will die for ideas and causes which they believe in passionately. But not for 
things they have made up. We might suffer for our convictions, we will not 
suffer for our inventions. 
What about the 'swoon' theory? That Jesus didn't die on the cross, despite 
terrible wounds. He recovered in the tomb, and then escaped. The disciples 
nursed Him back to health. But Roman soldiers knew when a man was dead; 
and there was the guard on the tomb. Also, the events which followed simply 
don't fit. If the disciples had been hiding Jesus, they would have kept very low-
key, and out of the way, so that the authorities did not come after Him again. 
Besides, to preach that God had raised Jesus from the dead - which is exactly 
what they did preach - would have been a lie. Beatings and threat of death 
would soon have loosened their tongues. Inventions crumble under pressure; 
convictions hold fast. 
Another reason for believing in the Resurrection is this: Jesus' continuing 
impact. Thousands and soon millions of people in every generation since have 
shared an inescapable sense of being 'accompanied' through life. Though 
unseen, they identify this presence as the Risen Lord. 
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Sometimes this experience of meeting Jesus is gentle and fitful. Sometimes it is 
dramatic and life-changing. This reminds us that the resurrection of Jesus is not 
just an interesting historical puzzle. It is a vital, present day reality. It brings 
wonderful comfort, assuring us of the central Christian truths: death is dead; 
Jesus is alive; God is love. 
 
 
 

 

The road to Emmaus - one of the 
best short stories in the world 
 
The story of the two disciples walking the 
road between Jerusalem and Emmaus on 
the first Easter day is 'one of the immortal 
short stories of the world' (W. Barclay). 
Their encounter with the risen Christ is 
also a model for how we can meet him in our lives. (You can find the story in 
Luke 24: 13 -35) 
 
Hearts Opened. The disciples displayed 'downcast' faces (17), as their hearts 
were preoccupied with grief. They felt let down by God, as well as bewildered by 
all they had heard. No doubt their emotions prevented them from recognising 
Jesus walking with them, even though their hearts burned within them. Despite 
our feelings, Jesus is still with us in situations of loss or desolation, as well as 
when we feel let down by God or other people. 
 
Minds Opened. Although this pair knew the Scriptures, they didn't understand 
what they said about the Christ. Therefore, Jesus opened their minds to make 
sense of the events they were experiencing. The Holy Spirit also brings God's 
word alive for us, as He challenges our preconceptions about Jesus. 
 
Eyes Opened The couple only recognised Jesus when He broke the bread as they 
ate together. The turning point came when they invited Jesus into their home, 
and allowed Him to take charge. If we are to recognise Jesus' presence with us, 
we need to open our lives to Him. What part does Holy Communion play in this? 
 
Open eyes, minds and hearts will lead to open mouths. Having discovered Jesus, 
the disciples can't keep the news to themselves. The Christian message is never 
truly ours until we have opened our mouths and shared it with others!

Proverbs 
 
¶ What type of book is it?  A Poetry book 

¶ Who wrote it?  Solomon, Agur, Lemuel   

¶ When was it written?  from about 970 BC 
 
Proverbs is a book of wise sayings, written mostly by Solomon, who was known 
for his God-given wisdom.  These give practical advice on a wide range of topics, 
and are over-ridden with the desire for the reader to know God and seek His 
wisdom. Although written about 2,000 years ago, these sayings still give much 
practical and helpful advice today concerning how to live according to godly 
wisdom.  This book is well worth reading to gain guidance in our lives and 
priorities today. 
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Billy Graham - godly man with a simple message  
 
Billy Graham, the renowned American evangelist, 
was remembered with great fondness by Christians 
the world over when news of his death was 
announced on Wednesday 21st February. He died 
peacefully in his sleep, aged 99. 
 
Billy Graham leaves a unique legacy: he preached to 
more people in live audiences than anyone else in history - nearly 215 million of 
them, in 185 countries and territories. Hundreds of millions more were reached 
through television, video, film and webcasts. 
 
Born William Franklin Graham on 7th November 1918, four days before the 
Armistice ended World War I, Billy Graham was reared on a dairy farm in 
Charlotte, N.C. He grew up during the Depression, working hard on the family 
farm.  In late 1934, when he was 15, Billy Graham was converted to Christianity 
through the ministry of Mordecai Ham, a travelling evangelist, who visited 
Charlotte for a series of revival meetings. He was ordained in 1939 by Peniel 
Baptist Church in Palatka, Fla. (a church in the Southern Baptist Convention) and 
studied at Florida Bible Institute (now Trinity College of Florida) and Wheaton 
College Illinois, before going into the ministry. He also married a fellow student, 
Ruth McCue Bell, daughter of a missionary surgeon to China. 
 
Billy Graham's gift of evangelistic preaching was evident early on, but it was the 
1949 Los Angeles Crusade which vaulted him into the public eye. He astonished 
the churches and people of Los Angeles by drawing 350,000 people over eight 
weeks, and leading 3,000 of them to make decisions for Christ. In the nearly 60 
years of ministry that followed, Billy Graham preached the gospel in nearly 
every corner of the world. His last 'crusade' was at Flushing Meadow in New 
York in 2005.  Many Christians in the UK can trace their own faith in God back to 
Billy Graham's crusade to Harringay in 1954, or Earls Court in 1966 or 1967, or to 
Mission England, in 1984, as well as other, shorter visits. Hundreds of men went 
for ordination because of his preaching. 
 
Billy Graham's son, Franklin, writes: 'My father's journey of faith on earth has 
ended. He has been reunited with my mother and has stepped into the eternal 
joy of Heaven in the presence of his Saviour, in whom he placed his hope.'

huge challenges, but life for a leprosy-affected

Leprosy Mission staff have extended their outreach 
work in a bid to get women to seek early diagnosis and 

treatment for the ancient disease before they develop terrible disabilities, 
including blindness.  The renewed effort to reach marginalised women in ultra-
poor communities across Asia and Africa follows the publication of new research 
by The Leprosy Mission England and Wales highlighting the reasons why less 
women are diagnosed with leprosy than men each year. There is no medical 
evidence to suggest that men are more susceptible to the mildly-infectious and 
completely curable disease. 
 
Latest data from the World Health Organisation reveals that just 39% of those 
diagnosed and treated with leprosy globally in 2016 (84,202 out of a total of 
214,783 cases) were women. This means a greater number of women are risking 
developing devastating irreversible disabilities, including blindness, as a result of 
leprosy-caused nerve damage.  
 
Devastatingly marriage is the only economic security many women in countries 
where leprosy continues to thrive have, uplifting their social status. They are 
often left ashamed and destitute when their husband leaves following a leprosy 
ŘƛŀƎƴƻǎƛǎ ŀǎ ǿŀǎ DŜŜǘŀΩǎ ŜȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜΦ  Like many Indian women, Geeta, her 
husband and their two-year-old daughter lived with her mother-in-law. But after 
she was diagnosed with leprosyΣ DŜŜǘŀΩǎ ƳƻǘƘŜǊ-in-law pleaded with her son to 
divorce Geeta because the shame of having leprosy was so great in their village.  
The community  believed Geeta was cursed and she was ridiculed. Her husband 
bowed down to pressure and left Geeta and their daughter destitute with no 
way of surviving.  Thankfully Leprosy Mission staff found Geeta when she was at 
her lowest ebb and she was offered tailoring training so that she could support 
herself and her daughter. 
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The community awareness programmes now have a high emphasis on targeting 
women and children so that they know the early signs and symptoms of leprosy 
and, crucially, their right to health.  We also examine the family members of 
those diagnosed with leprosy so we can 
early diagnose women and girls left at 
home who are less likely to come forward 
for treatment.  The Leprosy Mission also 
advocates to overturn outdated laws in a 
bid to protect women. For example, in 
India leprosy remains legally a cause for 
divorce, absurd for a mildly-infectious

Would you be hungry if you had walked 250 miles?

This is why Feed the Hungry are running a desperately needed feeding 
programme in Uganda, and the good news is that it takes only £24 to provide 
meals for six children for a month.   Feed the Hungry is a well-respected and 
established charity which has already delivered more than £200 millions of relief 
supplies to people in over 92 nations worldwide. They work closely with 
government agencies and local pastors and churches to ensure that the food 
reaches those who need it most. Currently, more than 150,000 children are 
being fed by the charity's 'Every Child, Every Day' programme.
